Mark is also a ProFessional artist and creates work that weaves togcther his wide range of
interests including science, math, and l’n’storg. His Paintings examine Nature’s architecture
and symme’crg an§ recently he has been using CNC (Computer Numeric Controllecb routers
and lasers to create a bodgy of sculPture that explores fractal Geometrg. His studio is Part
of Marshall High Studios, a complex located on a ’cing island in the French Broad River in
the Mountains of NC.
